Tooltip Wrangler 1.04
This addon will allow free placement of the tooltip by using a targeting window.  In addition, it will allow you to place the 

tooltip at the cursor.

Works great with most other tooltip mod programs including AF_Tooltip and GypsyMod.  Please let me know if you experience compatibility problems with any other addons.

Directions:  Upon entering the game, you will notice a small targeting frame with 8 buttons and a set of crosshairs (see pictures).  The center of the crosshairs represents the point at which the anchored corner or side of the tooltip will appear.  You can drag this around to place the tooltip anywhere you like.  At each selectable anchor point you will find a button.  Selecting one of these buttons will turn it green, but more importantly, it will select that corner or side of the tooltip for anchoring.  This is important because tooltips vary wildly in size.  Anchoring one corner or side will cause the tooltip to grow in the direction of the opposite corner or side.

DO NOT BE ALARMED!  You do not have to play the game with this hideous window visible.  Once you place the tooltip where you like it, just type /ttw lock into the chat window and the targeting window will disappear, leaving the tooltip in place.  If you decide to move it again later, just type /ttw unlock and drag at will.

Note that placement of the tooltip near the top edge of the screen will not work properly  (if one of the bottom points is anchored… i.e. the tooltip grows in the upward direction).  World of Warcraft will not let the tooltip grow off the top of the screen.

Below is a list of commands (use "/ttw <command>" i.e. /ttw mouse):

mouse: Attach the tooltip to the mouse cursor.

target: Drag the targeting window to place the tooltip.

lock: Lock the tooltip in place (Hides the placement window).

unlock: Unlock the tooltip placement window (Shows the placement window).

reset: Resets the target if it becomes lost off-screen. 

help: Lists valid Tooltip Wrangler commands.
